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This study strategy is designed to help students answer chapter questions in
content area classes.  This strategy is part of a larger strategy intended to help
students complete assignments accurately and on time.

Use this strategy when you need to answer questions in your science, social
studies, or health book.  Remember, words form the question can be used in
your answer.

Step 1:  Read the question carefully.

Step 2:  Change the question into part of the answer and write it down.

Step 3:  Locate the section of the chapter that talks about the topic.  Use the
headings and subheadings to help you find the section of the chapter
that talks about the topic.

Step 4:  Read the section of the chapter until you find the answer.

Step 5:  Complete the answer.
